A MESSAGE FROM GOOMBUNGEE POLICE  
 
With School Holidays approaching fast, it is a good time to 
remind everyone about staying safe over the holidays. 
Police will be out in force over the holiday period, targeting 
traffic offences. Please ensure your car is roadworthy and all 
lights are operating before going away, otherwise you may 
get a $100 traffic fine. Please ensure everyone is wearing 
there seatbelts, otherwise you might get a $300 traffic fine. 
Please ensure you stop at all stop signs, no matter what 
time of night, otherwise you may get a $300 traffic fine. And 
please keep to the speed limits. Traffic fines range from 
$133 up to $933 depending on what speed you are 
travelling. 
 
If you’re children ride motorbikes or quad bikes on the 
farms, please ensure they wear all safety gear including 
helmet and protective clothing. Also, be aware that there is 
new legislation in regards to motorcycles being riden in 
residential areas. If Police receive a compliant and the noise 
is excessive, you will be directed to stop riding. Continued 
offences can result in motorbikes being seized by Police. 
 
If you are going away, please let you neighbours know, and 
arrange for someone to collect your mail and check on your 
house.

SMOKE ALARM SUBSIDY SCHEME FOR THE 
DEAF AND HEARING-IMPAIRED 
 
Since July 2007, smoke alarms have been compulsory in all 
Queensland homes and units.  
 
Conventional smoke alarms are not effective to alert people with 
hearing-impairments. 
 
There are a number of specialised alarm systems on the market 
available for people who are deaf or have a hearing-impairment. 
These systems include alarms with flashing strobe lights or vibrating 
pads.  
 
The Queensland Government is offering a new subsidy scheme to 
assist people with hearing-impairments to install specialised smoke 
alarm systems in their homes. 
 
Eligible applicants will be able to claim up to $400 to install an 
approved system in a single-storey home or up to $800 in a multi-
storey home.
