PREMIER’S READING CHALLENGE 2009 – PREP - YEAR 7 
 
Children of Prep - Year 7 classes are soon to be offered the 
chance to participate in the annual Premier’s Reading 
Challenge.  The Challenge is aimed at encouraging great 
reading habits at home amongst the children, and requires 
them to read or experience (shared reading) a prescribed 
number of books over the period mid-May – 21 August. In 
return, children who register to take part in the Reading 
Challenge through their school will receive a signed Certificate 
of Achievement from Queensland Premier, Anna Bligh, as a 
result of their efforts.  Our Year 5/6 teacher, Mrs Keene, will be 
co-ordinating our school’s participation, offering all children of 
Prep-Year 7 classes the chance to take part and will be 
providing children with more information in coming days. 
 

YEAR 2 DIAGNOSTIC ‘NET’ 
 
Students in Year 2 in all State Schools will be participating in a 
procedure called the 'Year 2 Diagnostic Net.'  A diagnostic net 
is a way of assessing your child’s current levels of literacy and 
numeracy skill.  The ‘Net’ assessment process has conducted 
annually by Year 2 teachers since the mid 1990’s as a tool to 
help identify those students whose literacy and numeracy skills 
need further development.   

Parents of children in Year s 1-3 will find attached to 
today’s newsletter a separate letter providing more 
information about the diagnostic net & reporting of student 
progress using a ‘continuum.’

Let them fill in missing (predictable) words as you 

read, or read one page or chapter to your child and then let 

them read the next one.  

4. Reading by… Encourage your children to read to you ‘take-

home’ reading books or other books they choose. Ask them 

about what they read: what they liked or disliked, why they 

chose the book, what they learnt and how they felt about what 

they read.  

5. Chart your family’s reading during Family Reading Month. On 

a chart, mark each person’s name and the number of books 

each person reads during the month of May. Add up all the 

books your family read in one month — and celebrate your 

achievement!
